Safer Neighbourhood Teams (SNT) were introduced in every ward across the whole of the Metropolitan Police area in April 2006.


The Safer Neighbourhoods concept is one of  - “Local officers, policing a local area and dealing with its residents and the problems that directly concern them.” 


An SNT is made up of 1 Sergeant, 2 Constables and 3 PCSO’s.

 DECEMBER CRIME TRENDS





Prior to introduction of SN policing 





01/04/05 – 04/01/06 = 889 Reported Crimes





Since the introduction of SN policing





01/04/06 – 04/01/07 = 666 Reported Crimes


01/04/07 – 04/01/08 = 661 Reported Crimes





During December we suffered 65 crimes. The most important being as follows:


 


There were 14 reported incidents of theft from unattended vehicles and a total of 5 vehicles were reported as stolen. 


There were 4 persons assaulted and 3 separate robberies of personal property. 


There were 4 incidents of criminal damage to property and a further 4 in relation to damaged vehicles. 


The ward also suffered from 7 burglaries, 4 Residential (Houses) and 3 Non-residential (shed / shop / business premises etc). 


  








  THE NEW YEAR + BEYOND


In 2005/2006 Fairlop Ward was suffering with approximately THREE reported crimes a day. 





Since the introduction of SN Style Policing we are now hovering at, or around TWO reported crimes a day in Fairlop. 





We are continuing to work hard both in public view and behind the scenes in conjunction with our partners so as to attempt to reduce crime further.





In order for us to continue this downward trend “WE NEED YOUR HELP”.
