During the month of August 2010 there have
been a total of 66 reported incidents of
crime within Fullwell Ward.

There were 4 Residential Burglaries during
the month of August 2010 and a further 2
attempted burglaries whereby no entry was
gained.

There was 1 robbery whereby personal
property was stolen by force and 1
Commercial robbery whereby a mini cab
driver was robbed of his takings.

There have been a total of 5 vehicles stolen
and 1 vehicle broken into for property
contained within.

There were 8 persons dealt with by police
for being found in possession of drugs
within Fullwell Ward.

Over 240 persons were stopped, asked to
account for themselves and or searched
within Fullwell by Officers from Fullwell SN
Team.
