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SAFER NEIGHBOURHOODS POLICING - “What does it mean and what do they do”?


Safer Neighbourhood Teams (SNT) were introduced in every ward across the whole of the Metropolitan Police area in April 2006.


The Safer Neighbourhoods concept is one of  - “Local officers, policing a local area and dealing with its residents and the problems that directly concern them.” 


An SNT is made up of 1 Sergeant, 2 Constables and 3 PCSO’s. 
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September arrests


During September officers from Fairlop SNT arrested people for the following offences;


Threatening behaviour in a public place


Driving whilst disqualified / No insurance


Theft from motor – vehicle


Drink Driving


In addition to the above we have issued Three (3) warnings for possession of cannabis and have served One (1) notice to a driver in relation to his aggressive use of a motor – vehicle. This notice will allow police to seize his vehicle if he is caught driving in a similar manner.


We have also issued Three (3) Anti Social Behaviour notices to the parents of local disorderly children in relation to their behaviour, and in conjunction with the local council have also served a noise abatement order.


We are continuing to investigate other matters that have been brought to our attention and will update you with our progress next month.

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Graffiti removal project


New Rush Hall School in partnership with the London Borough Of Redbridge graffiti removal team have, with the assistance of police, agreed a scheme in which children from the school will assist in the removal of identified local graffiti. It is hoped that this community involvement programme will promote a sense of pride and ownership within the local area and at the same time will be of educational value to the children involved.


Henrys Walk


There have been several reported incidents involving a suspicious dark skinned White male, aged approximately 30 – 40yrs, slim build, 5’09”- 5’11”. This male has apparently been sighted within the estate paying attention to its occupants. It is not known at this stage whether this male’s actions are completely innocent or if there is a need for concern. Despite regular patrols by police this male has yet to be stopped or identified. 


We request that if you see anyone acting suspiciously in the area, and feel comfortable doing so, you approach them and question them as to their presence. If you are not confident in doing this then contact the team or dial 999 depending on the circumstances.
